Class Title: Refuse To Be A Victim Seminar
Overview:  Are you ready to take an active role in enhancing safety for you and your family?  Although we live in a great society, the 
possibility of becoming a victim of violent crime is ever-present.  According to FBI Crime statistics, a violent crime occurs every 27.1 seconds 
and a property crime occurs every 3.7 seconds across the U.S.  Many people over-rely on tools such as firearms, pepper spray, or tasers as 
the only means to confront an assailant.  However, it is much more effective to avoid criminal contact and prevent criminal opportunity.
